	Maths 

	- Count up to 20. Can you say it in front of the mirror? Can you record yourself? Can you count backwards? 

-Listen to or read the story Supertato 
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=rze89HB9u8g 

-Evil Pea says he is the best teacher! He has spread some maths facts around the supermarket but they are not all correct. (You could write the information on a piece of paper and hide them around a room.) Can you find the right ones and help Supertato and the other veggies? Can you tell your grown-up why they are right and why they are wrong?

A square has 4 sides. 
6 is bigger than 8. 
2 peas and 4 peas is 6 peas altogether. 
2 peas and 2 peas is 5 altogether.
Double 2 is 4.
11, 10, 8, 7, 6. 
	-Using number line from last week or numeral flashcards shout out a number and get your child to say the number that is one more than the given number. 

-Well done for helping Supertato yesterday but Evil Pea has been at it again and been very evil! Can you help Supertato and the other veggies find the correct ones? 
Can you explain why? I’d love to hear your answers! 

A triangle has 2 sides.
The number 2 is before the number 5. 
2 is the smallest number. 
5 peas and 5 peas make 10 altogether. 
Double 1 is 3. 
12, 13, 41, 15, 16. 


	- Using number line or numeral flashcards shout out a number and get your child to say the number that is one less than the given number.

-The veggies love keeping fit and enjoy a good race! Why don’t you set up a race between you and the people you live with? Who came first, second, third? 
(If you don’t have a garden or can get outside, do a mini race with frozen peas on a table – create a finish line and roll!)

-Next set yourself some challenges. Use a stop watch on your grown-up’s phone. How many jumps on 2 feet can you do in a minute? How many on 1 foot? How many spins can you do? Can you run on the spot for a minute? How many times can you write your name in a minute? What other challenges can you think of? Can you do some challenges with a family member and compare? Who did more jumps? Who did fewer spins?



	-Do 20: high knees, star jumps, and high fives! 

-Create superhero art using old veggies in your house. What different types of veggies can you assemble? Are they large or small? If you cut them in half, what shapes would you see? 

Grown-ups cut the veggies in half. If you can, pick veggies of different sizes and shapes. E.g. a carrot has a circle at the top and a small one at the bottom. Find some colours to paint with and some paper to print on. 

Things to talk about:
Position.
Printing in groups.
Use of colour. 
Shape. 
Space between the shapes.
Size. 
Repeating patterns (children should know AB pattern so challenge them with AAB pattern https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=hisZ9PLKWbM or ABB pattern.



	Reading and Writing

	Explain to your child that their teachers have written them a letter* about what they have been growing in their gardens.  
Read the letter together. Get your child to follow the text with their index finger while you or they read. Can your child sound out and blend decodable words? Can your child spot and read tricky words? 
What vegetables do you think your teachers have been growing? What do you think they look like? 





	Read the letter again. Don’t forget to follow along with your index finger!  
Show your child the photographs of the cut vegetables. 
Talk about:
Colour.
Size.
Shape. 
Pattern.
Textures.

After, can you name the fruit and vegetables in the pictures by just looking at them? 

Last, can you write the names? Don’t forget to sound out and use your sound mat. 

Challenge: 
Put your ideas in full sentences.
E.g. I can see a red tomato. There is an orange carrot. 


 

	Take your child outside and look for natural objects such as leaves, grass, stones, berries, twigs etc. Collect them, do simple sketches or take some photographs so you can talk about them later. 

Can you describe them? I have included some words* to help you but try and think of some of your own. These words are called adjectives. Write your words on pieces of paper and place them beside the object. 
Why not show a friend by sharing a photograph of them? 



	Using your words from yesterday, can you put one or two adjectives in a sentence to describe an object?
E.g. The stone is flat and smooth. 
(Remember your child will probably phonetically spell stone as stoan and that is fine.)

Children, don’t forget:
Sound out (use your mat!)
Tricky words (use your mat!)
Write on the line
Finger spaces
Capital letters 
Full stops

Challenge: can you write a letter back to your teacher telling them about the natural objects you have found outside? You could pop it in an email…we would love to read it! 



	Phonics 
	Please find some phonics activities in Reading, writing and phonics document.  
 
	Sentence writing (attached below). Tip: record your child saying the sentence so they can play it back. This will help them remember the sentence and enable independence. 

Pick a picture. 
Think of your sentence.
Say your sentence. 
Count the words in your sentence. 
Think of the first word.
Sound it out. 
Count the sounds.
Write it. 
Read it and check it makes sense. 

Non-negotiables:
Use sound mat to sound out.
Use tricky word mat for spellings. 
Finger spaces. 

Even better if : 
Capital letter at the start.
Full stop at the end. 

	Physical development 
	-Animal races – hop like a bunny or frog, squat and waddle like a duck, skip like a lemur. Who will make it first to the finish line?
-Peg pick up – get some small objects (buttons, cotton wool balls, pasta shells) and pour them out on the floor. Each player has a peg and a bowl. Set the time to ½ minute. How many objects have you picked up?

	Understanding the World/Communication and Language
	Families are very important. With help from your grown-up, can you make a simple family tree? Who were your grandparent’s parents? What were their names? How many aunts and uncles have you got? Do they all have the same second name as you? 


	Expressive arts and design 

	In the story Supertato, the evil pea is up to no good. We must keep him frozen! Use your maths and design skills to see if you can make your own trap for him. Have a look around the house to find things to make a trap with. Remember he is small so what might you have to make sure he doesn’t escape? Could you use a box? Remember we just want to trap him so he will need holes to breath. Do we need to check he is in there? How will you see? 

	Personal, social, emotional development 

	Supertato is a superhero. What are his superpowers? Is he helping, strong or brave? 
Not all superheroes wear capes, you know? (Although by all means do if you want!) What are you superpowers? Are you sharing, caring, or tidy? Can you draw a picture of yourself as a superhero? Can you write some of your superpowers next to your picture?

Sentence writing pictures: I have written example sentences underneath. Do not show these to your child and allow them to come up with their own sentences. If your child is only writing ‘pin’, encourage your child to put it into a sentence. Challenge your child to give more information if you think they are able. Remember to use your sound mat and tricky word mat for support. It doesn’t matter if long words aren’t spelled correctly as long as they are decodable. E.g. your child might write delicious ‘delishus’ or shiny ‘shighnee’ and that is absolutely brilliant! These sentences can also be used as reading activities. Write them big on a piece paper and get your child to include sound buttons. 
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Example: The vixen and cubs. 
The vixen and her three cubs are playing in the grass. 
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Example: I can see a zip on a jacket. 
He did up the zip on his blue jacket.
