You could cut out this activity and then mix up the cards for your child to then re-order. Next they could then match the numerals and the quantity. 
If you have space this could be stuck onto a wall or mixed up and put back together several times. 

When it is completed ask your child to tell you one more and one less than a given number and to explain to you how they know. They may say, ‘because I do.’ For example, the conversation may go as follows:
Adult: Can you tell me 1 more than 5?
Child: 6
Adult: How do you know?
Child: Because I am clever!
Adult: You are! But how do you know it is not7?
They may then say: 
Because one more than 7 is 8.
Because after I get to 6 I move to 7.

	-Ask your child to make a quantity of items up to 20 using whatever objects that you have at home. 
Check they have counted correctly and recount with them as needed. Repeat with different numbers.

-Reverse this activity so that you make the number and they find the correct numeral to match. 

-Bingo. Children could make their own bingo card using the numbers from the number line they made earlier in the week. Alternatively, 2 bingo cards are provided below. 
Call out the numbers and your child will cross them off as you call them out.
