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Maths 

	Number hunt
Count up to 20. Hide numbers from 1-20 around the house. Can you find and order the numbers from smallest to largest? Can you explain how you know?


















	Repeating patterns
Use any small objects/toys (construction materials/animals/loose parts) and continue a repeating pattern. Remember a repeating pattern can be colours, shapes, size, sounds, anything! Remember say it aloud as this helps you identify the part which repeats.  Can you create your own pattern? Can you make it more difficult?
Example:
red, yellow, red, yellow ...
Large, medium, small, large...
1,7,4,1,7,4,1,7....
Clap, stomp, click, clap, stomp...


	
Reading 


	Word race:
Get a book (story or reading book) pick a word and have a race as to who can find it first on that page.

	Tricky word snap:
Tricky word (words children should know by sight as they cannot be sounded out phonetically) snap. Write down two sets of tricky words on scrap paper and divide them into two piles. Play snap.
Phase 2 tricky words-I, no, go, to ,the
Phase 3 tricky words-he, she, we, me, be, was, you, they, are, all, my, her


	
Writing 

	Shopping list :

Go through your cupboards and fridges and call out different items that you need to buy from the shops. Ask your child to write the list. Encourage first sound and last sound recognition. Encourage your child to repeat the word, count the sounds and have a go. Use your sound mat! 

	Sorting sounds:

Have 3 sounds in three separate piles…s, t, p (for example)
Can you write any 2 words that have that initial sound and put it in the correct pile?
Sock, sand, soap
Tap, toast, tin
Pan, pizza, popcorn
Can you find something in your house that starts with that sound to add to your pile?
Challenge- use diagraphs/trigraphs.  For example, can you think of a word that has the sound oa in it?
-boat, soap, toast
Other diagraphs and trigraphs (zz, qu, ch, sh, th, ng, ai, ee, igh, oa, oo, ar, or, ur, ow, oi, ear, air, ure, er)

	Helping out:
Help with chores and housework: including cooking and baking. Talk about healthy foods and balanced diets. Why is it important? Can you plan a healthy meal for your family? 

	Handwriting:
Trace letters of the alphabet and numbers to form them correctly. Refer to Penpals formation sheet for guidance.

	Eco warriors:
Separate the recycling into different materials – paper, plastic, metal etc. Talk about why it is important to recycle. What do you notice about the objects? What is the same and what is different? Can you describe them?  
	Being kind:
Make a video call to a friend or family. Tell them something kind – maybe they are good at drawing; they are fun to be around; they always make you smile.

	My favourite animal: 
Choose your favourite animal. Perhaps look it up on the internet or find it in a book. Can you draw, paint or make this animal using different materials? Can you write some information about your animal? Where does your animal live? What does it eat?
